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Hawaii Legislative re-districting!  As noted here before, the Apportionment Commission 

voted 5-3 to re-exclude military personnel and their families living in quarters. Deletion of those 

16,000 people were not enough to cause a state senate seat to move to the Big Island, so two 

lawsuits  have  been filed to ask the court that the Hawaii constitutional terminology ñpermanent 

residentò be deemed  to mean all military personnel and  their families.  Too soon to tell how the court will rule. 
 

Whatôs up in Washington? ï The Continuing saga! Wish  I  could  report  details  of  Washington  

deliberations related to active and retired military personnel and the overall DOD budget, but not only do I not 

know, but it is not clear if anyone does!  At  this writing, the ñGang of 12ò Congressional Super Committee, 

meeting in secret, apparently has agreed on little, certainly not on DOD issues.  So we will just have to wait until 

23 Nov for them to report out, then get Congressional approval, then have the President agree. We do know that if 

no agreement is reached the potential cuts to the DOD budget could be really scary! The MOAA national office is 

trying hard to stay on this.  They  were  named  a ñtop lobbyist,ò the only military or veteranôs organization so 

designated. Stay tuned. 
 

Administrative note:  After 1 Nov  retirees can  access current DFAS pay statements through their ñMy Payò 
account.  This is in addition to the previously available DFAS documents. 
 

The rumor stops here! Word  has  been  buzzing  around  the internet  that  the ñthank youò message to 
families receiving  a  folded  military  flag  at  a  funeral  was  changed  to  delete ñFrom  the  President  of  the  

United States.ò  Not true!   Each Service has its own version of the message, but all still include the President.

COLA Increase in 2012 
Barring some dramatic, unforeseen change, there should be a 2012 COLA of about 3.6% for Social Security, military retired 

pay, SBP, and  VA disability compensation.  Retirees  should  see  the COLA in their January 2012 checks.  However, be 

prepared for Medicare Part B payment to rise and take a bit out of this ñpay raise.ò 

Many members have asked if Congress might act to cut their COLA amount in 2012. We think it's likely Congress will seek 

some kind of COLA changes at some point in the months and years ahead as part of ongoing deficit-reduction efforts.  But at 

this time there's no legislation on the table that would affect the 2012 COLA, and any prospect of that happening before the 

December 1 COLA effective date seems remote. 

 Admiral Mullen Retires After Forty Three Years of Service at Ceremony at Ft. Myer, VA
